Points Series Rules
2011 Racing Season

SCHEDULE – A points contender may receive points for ANY race that s/he runs at DQMRC during the 2011 racing season.  A driver’s points (heat and feature(s)) will be added together to form a daily total.  The driver’s 11 best daily totals will be calculated together for the season total.
A. If a driver fails to make a minimum of 11 races during the 2011 racing season, s/he will not be eligible for the points series.
B. 11 races are required to receive a trophy at the annual banquet.

RULES AND REGULATIONS
All cars are subject to safety and technical inspection (All QMA rules apply).
Refusal of technical inspection will result in loss of all points for series in the class/motor raced (All QMA rules apply).
If any driver/car is disqualified for weight, or found illegal by the QMA rulebook, all other drivers will move up in place of finish and points will be recalculated accordingly.

I.	All cars and drivers will be scaled when exiting the track
A.	Heavy classes will require driver to be weighed separately and weigh 100lbs in street clothes as per QMA rule.

Novices will not be included in the points series
Novice move-ups will be compensated a total of 20 points for any races that are being used toward the season top 11.
Novice handler must inform the points committee when moving up, and prior to racing in a new class.

Any class must have a minimum of three (3) cars to be awarded points for that day.
In the event that a class does not have 3 contenders, any cars running in that class will be awarded zero (0) points for the day.

Any class must have a minimum of three (3) contenders to be eligible for a trophy at the banquet.

No points can be transferred to another class, with the following exceptions:
Jr. Stock to Sr. Stock
Jr. Honda to Sr. Honda or Hvy. Honda
Any Light class to any Heavy
Drivers will carry 50% of their daily points total to the new class, and the contender may use those races towards the “Top 11”.  The handler must inform the points committee of any move prior to sign-ins on the day of the class change.  If the points committee is not notified, the handler forfeits the points from the previous class.

Late sign-ins will be lined up at the end of the class.

Drivers must “attempt” to race in a heat/feature to receive points
Participation in warm-ups prior to race will count as an attempt
Car must be under it’s own power during the warm-up period
If a car does not make warm-up period, but takes the initial green under its own power points will be awarded accordingly.
Race Director will determine the warm-up period.

Line-up for heats will be determined by “pill” selection.			
Jr. Classes – a maximum of 8 may compete in the class, unless only 9 sign-in.
Sr. and other Classes – a maximum of 10 may compete in the class, unless only 11 sign-in.

Line-ups for Mains will be as follows:
Jr. Classes, top four finishers will be lined up in all mains, allowing four transfer positions from the lower mains.
All other classes, top six finishers will be lined up in all mains allowing four transfer positions from the lower mains.
Heat winning drivers will report to the tower to pick a number to determine the number of positions that get inverted for the feature.
Transfer positions will be straight up, NO inverting.

Laps
Will be determined at each race event by the race director, but must be composed of a minimum number of laps..
Jr. Classes will run a minimum of 20 laps during the heat, and a minimum of 20 laps for the feature.
Sr. Classes will run a minimum of 25 laps during the heat, and a minimum of 25 laps for the feature.

Exceptions are as follows:
DNS – are awarded zero (0) points – after confirmed no “attempt to race”.
DNF – are awarded points as per finish.
DQ – are awarded zero (0) points.
If a car does not attempt to run a heat race, no points will be awarded for the feature.
If a car attempts to race  the warm-up period but leaves the track and becomes a Did Not Start (DNS), the driver will start in the rear of the lowest main for that class. 
 If a car starts the main or a heat race and does not finish (DNF), the driver will finish ahead of the DNS cars for that race.  If more than one car is unable to finish the race, the finishing position will be awarded according to the order the cars drop out.  If two or more cars leave the track at the same time, their position will be determined based on the position the cars were running on the last completed lap.
The points tie breaker at the end of the season will be the most “A” Main wins out of the races used to calculate a drivers points total.  If there is still a tie, the most second place finishes will be used, and then if needed the most third place finishes.

September 11, 2011 a “Heros” event will be held, and double points will be awarded for the day.  The driver’s daily total for this event will be doubled.

All engine changes between heats/timing/features will cause drivers to be started in the rear.

National work rule is in effect.

Racing order will change from week to week, and will be posted in the sign-in area.

Results
It is the duty of the tower committee to furnish accurate and complete results to the points committee at the conclusion of an event.
It is the duty of the points committee to furnish accurate tabulated points to the web master prior to the next racing event.
The points standings will be posted at the sign-in area weekly.
Protest of Posted Results.
All protests must be made in writing.  It must be dated and include the discrepancy, and submitted to the points committee for review.
If more than 30 days has elapsed since the results were posted, they are considered accurate and unable to be protested.

Once the points rules are approved and submitted by the points committee, they can not be changed or altered for any reason during the 2011 racing season.
The points committee reserves the right to make any and all decisions on any circumstance not covered by these rules.  The committee also has the right to enforce the intent of any rule.
